Engineering Your Future Project Requirements

Introduction

The purpose of this project is to motivate you to start thinking about what kind of engineering you would (or wouldn’t) like to study, what kind of career you would like to have, and what the necessary steps are that you would need to follow to be in that career. To become a successful engineer, you have to start planning your career path now. 

If you already chose a major, this will help you learn more about how to be successful in your career.

Tasks:

· Interview Engineers:

You are required to interview at least 3 engineers, and build a career profile for one of them. This profile must include the interviewees:

1. current occupation

2. employer (the name of the company where s/he works

3. academic background – colleges/universities attended, degrees obtained

4. career preparation – steps taken while in college to ensure a successful career (such as internships, Research, volunteer work, and so on)

5. studying engineering – why did s/he choose engineering, and/or graduate school? Why did s/he choose that particular engineering major? Is his/her career directly related to his/her field of study? Why or Why not?

6.  Job profile – what has been his/her occupation(s) from graduation till date?
7. Life at Work - What is a day at work life for him/her?

8. Life outside work – does s/he have a family? What does s/he do outside work? Vacations? Hobbies?...

*You may decide to include your interviewees’ names and pictures, but this is not required.

*Use the profiles handed to you as a guideline, but note that more information is required here.

· Select one of your interviewees to present to the class. You will present the same information in more detail with pictures and demonstrations. You will then explain to the class why you might consider him a career model. If possible, invite him or her the class for the presentation (.
· Based on your interview, prepare a career guide for your self, describing:

1. what kind of engineer you would like to be and why? (you may also decide not be an engineer)

2. what kind of organization or company you would like to work for or own

3. about 3 colleges or universities you would like to attend and why

4. the steps you consider necessary to achieve your career goals after graduation

5. your projected life at work

6. what you would like to do at leisure

· You will present this career guide in class – remember to be as creative as you can – show pictures of yourself in future, instances in your childhood that made you interested in engineering, and so on.  The presentation is expected to be open-ended – so be creative.
